Possible Types of evidence: an essay, a magazine article, and a synopsis of a news broadcast 

Set 2 Topic: Why is divorce so prevalent in American society?
Possible Types of evidence: an interview, a magazine or newspaper article, and an essay

Set 3 Topic: Discuss some of the various viewpoints regarding the gun control in America.
Possible Types of evidence: a sample poll, a magazine or newspaper article, and/or a political cartoon or essay

Set 4 Topic: What viewpoints exist regarding animal experimentation?
Possible Types of evidence: an article from the database, a political cartoon, an interview with a bilingual student or a language teacher, and/or a news broadcast

Set 5 Topic: Why are Americans concerned about Social Security?
Possible Types of evidence: an interview with a history teacher, an examination of The Patriot Act, and essay, and/or and editorial

Set 6 Topic: Why is Capital punishment controversial?
Possible Types of evidence: articles from a magazine, an Internet source, and/or a book or list of censored materials

Set 7 Topic: What viewpoints exist regarding the Right to privacy?
Possible Types of evidence: an essay, an article from an education journal, statistics and facts, and/or interview with a counselor

Set 8 Topic: Discuss some of the various viewpoints regarding steroids and athletes.
Possible Types of evidence: a newspaper or magazine article, a documentary or news story, an anecdotal account

Set 9 Topic: What viewpoints exist regarding Juvenile offenders?
Possible Types of evidence: a science textbook, an essay, a newspaper or magazine article, an interview with a science teacher or minister
